January Missions Focus – One For Israel
Established in 1990, One For Israel began as a Bible college and has since
expanded to a multi-faceted ministry with the express goal of reaching Israelis
with the Good News of Yeshua, training and equipping the Body of Messiah in
Israel, and blessing the Israeli community with Yeshua’s love. The name "Yeshua"
is the Hebrew/Aramaic name for Jesus. It is a shortened form of (ישוע)
Yehoshua (Joshua), meaning "Yahweh saves," or "salvation/deliverance,"
reflecting His divine purpose to save humanity from sin, as revealed in the Bible.
Only 15 years ago, most Israelis would never hear the name of Yeshua, much less
hear the Gospel. 

In the last 15 years, messianic Israeli evangelicals report that gospel films and
testimonies in Hebrew alone have over 100 million views. Globally they have seen
over 633 million views. Israel is seeing an awakening like never before as
testimonies come in daily from seekers who have binge-watched the Gospel and
reached out to know more. "Jesus" is the most searched religious keyword on
Google in Israel! 

As we re-focus on missions in 2026, please continue to pray that Israeli eyes
would be opened and hearts would turn to Yeshua in 2026!
